Camping on the grounds 

• There are NO yards available on the grounds. 

• There is NO camping fee, only gate admission fee. 

• Please note there is NO power available for horse competitors, please bring your own generator (If 
found to be plugged into any power, it will be removed and there will be a fee charged at $20 a day 
which all other stall holders are required to pay) 

• There are some water points scattered around the grounds, but very limited. 

• Please make sure all garbage is placed in bins. 

• Can all manure please be scatter around the grounds and not left in piles. 

• All dogs to be on leads and under controlled at all times, and not in the horse ring areas. 

• Be aware that there are harness horses in the same area as the horse events, they could be out 
working early in the morning, so please try and keep out of their way until they have finished usually 
about 9am. 

 
 
 
 
 
 



Parking 

• SPORTING  
Please NOTE that the Sporting will be held on the Saturday ONLY in the centre ring where the ring 
events and showjumping will be held, parking is available on the inside of the harness track centre 
ring area, when parking please park nose in or tail in towards the ring, not parallel to the horse ring, 
there is camping in this area. 

• SHOWJUMPERS 
Please park on the outside of the harness track, in particular the big trucks, please be mindful to 
others wanting to park. 

• HACKS, BREEDS, PONY CLUB, HARNESS ETC 
Parking is available on the inside of the harness track centre ring area, when parking please park 
nose in or tail in towards the ring, not parallel to the horse ring. 
*ONLY PARK IN DISIGNATED AREAS 
*PLEASE ENSURE THAT YOU DO NOT PARK IN ROADWYS OR ACCESS ROUTES 
*PLEASE ENSURE YOU PARK BEHIND THE BUNTED OFF AREAS  
*IF WET WEATHER PLEASE BE MINDFUL OF WHERE YOU PARK

• Horse Health Declaration Form 
This form is to be completed by all horse exhibitors either by electronically or physically, printed off 
and handed in when buying horse entry tickets.

• Waivers 
Waivers should be completed by everyone at our Show who is 
* Competing in horse events 
* Responsible for handling animals 
They can either be electronically filled in or physically, printed off and must be handed in when 
buying horse entry tickets.

• Horse Ring and Sporting events 
*Enter on the day at the horse ticket office.  
*Please make sure you bring all completed paperwork as noted above. Print clearly. 
(Please make sure that we can read the information on the forms as we may need to use this 
information for when we are sending out results as requested) 
*When you have presented your waiver, you will receive an arm band to identify that you have 
signed your wavier, you will not be allowed to enter the show ring without this on. 
*When you present your Horse Health Declaration you will also get an identifying number that will 
relate back to you and/or your horse/s, that you will need to show the horse steward for them to 
record placings in the horse ring.  
*All ring events are $2 each (cash only) and you will receive a ring ticket that will be presented to 
the steward when entering the horse ring. 
*ALL sporting events are $2 per class except events 5, 10, & 15 which are $5 per class.
